Stay in style. With world-class accommodation offering ocean views
and poolside luxury, Terrigal is a great place for a weekend getaway.

Conquer The Sink challenge. This is a long standing ice cream eating
challenge for the sweet toothed, held at the local ice creamery. The
crew will serve up giant scoops of ice cream lathered in sauce.

Quintessential beach day. Spend your day outdoors at Terrigal
beach. Swim in the waves or rockpool, take a stroll along the
accessible boardwalk, or hire a paddle boat to explore the lagoon.

Coastal cuisine: Terrigal is the heart of the Central Coast food scene,
with a raft of quality cafes, restaurants, pubs and bars serving local
seafood, fresh ingredients and seasonal produce on thoughtfully
crafted menus, as well as drinks from sunrise to sunset and beyond.

Sunset and signature cocktails at a rooftop bar. Soak up those
summer holiday feels all year round at Terrigal’s rooftop bars.

Get to know sea creatures great and small. An interactive way to
learn about the ocean awaits at the ECO Certified Central Coast
Marine Discovery Centre, with loads of activities for kids.

Peruse boutique retail, art and local delicacies. Browse Terrigal’s
boutique fashion stores and head to the gallery to admire a curated
exhibition. Stop by some of the Central Coast’s most popular foodie
spots for next-level sandwiches and smoothies.

Dive a world-class shipwreck or watch for whales. Off the coast of
Terrigal, 32 metres deep, sits the ex-HMAS Adelaide shipwreck,
which has been transformed into an artificial reef and world-class
dive attraction. Admire the marine life by boat by booking a dolphin-
or whale watching adventure (between May and November).

Chill in The Haven. Stroll down the boardwalk to Terrigal Haven
from The Esplanade. If you're an early bird, catch the photo worthy
sunrise at Terrigal Point, the tip of a dog friendly reserve.

Embrace the surfie lifestyle. Catch a wave with accredited surf
professionals on hand to provide a board and a lesson.

Catch the monthly makers markets. Held on the first Saturday of
the month, the community event features fashion, food, and various
handmade items crafted by small businesses.
